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Please Don’t Pull the Plug!
When something goes wrong with a piece of audio equipment, 
the most common solution is to “power cycle” the unit.  
Unfortunately, that is the worst thing you can do to an 
Amb-OS AMR 100.  The AMR is designed to store a few 
days’ worth of valuable diagnostic information that is lost if 
the power is cut.  To reset the AMR while also preserving the 
stored receiver data, please leave the unit powered up and 
simply tap the reset button that is located next to the Ethernet 
cable connection on the back of the AMR. If that doesn’t fix the 
problem, contact Amb-OS Support at 1-877-AMBOS2U or email 
Support@Amb-OS.com.
