While it was unexpected news for most of us, it was no surprise to the One who Steve Douglass so faithfully served all his life when he
was called to his heavenly home on October 29 following complications in his battle with cancer.

Over a lifetime of Christian service with Cru (formerly Campus Crusade for Christ),
Steve's capable leadership was a gift to the organization he joined upon graduation
from Harvard Business School. And, his passion for evangelism was evident to all
who knew him—pervasive in every aspect of his life and work.

A true statesman, Steve's servant leadership inspired many—resulting in his
appointment as President to follow Cru founder Bill Bright in that role. After nearly
two decades in that assignment, Steve himself passed the baton to current president,
Steve Sellers, while continuing engagement in a variety of arenas where his expertise
and experience could be well utilized.

That work included the voicing of a daily radio feature, “Making Your Life Count,”
which is aired on over a thousand outlets globally. A fitting title for the daily
message, Steve lived accordingly to the end of his early life.
